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Controls and Functions
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Function
1 |Jog Dial Selects and changes the adjustment values of certain settings. Values
increase when this dial is turned clockwise. Values decrease when this
dial is turned counterclockwise.
2 |ENTER Determines an item on the menu screen, and saves values adjusted.
3 |RETURN Cancels changes when this switch is held down.
4 |MODE Switches the display mode (color mode).
5 |SCAN Switches the scan type at SDI signal input.
(Interlace/ Progressive/ PsF)
6 |FORM Select a signal format.
7 |SDI Switches the SDI input signal. (When SDI is connected)
(SDI-1/SDI-2/SDI-Dual(A-B)/SDI-Dual(B-A))
8 |DVI/D-SUB Switches the input signal (DVI/D-SUB) to be displayed.
(When DVI/D-SUB is connected)
9 |SIZE Changes the screen size ratio.
10 |INFO Displays the monitor information and version of the monitor and software.
11 [BLACK LV Adjusts the black level.
12 [TEMP K Adjusts the color temperature.
13 [MONO Switches to monochrome display to change the gain of the displayed
color.
14 |GAIN Adjusts the gain value.
15 [LINEAR Changes the gamma value to 1.0 and turns OFF the color temperature.
16 |GAMMA Adjusts the gamma value.
17 |BRIGHT Adjusts the brightness.
18 |START Reboots the controller after the operation mode is switched using the
FUNC switch.
19 |FUNC Switches the operation mode of the controller.
CTRL : Controls the monitor.
PROG : Customizes the unit’s settings using software.
20 |USB Port Supplies power to the unit. Or customizes the unit after connecting to the
(Upstream) computer.
21 |USB Port Connects to the monitor for operation.
(Downstream)




Connecting the Signal Cable

1 Check that the power of the monitor and PC is ON.
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2 Connect the controller to the PC and the monitor using USB
cables.
