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5. TROUBLESHOOTING

o Check that the USB cable is correctly connected.

o Check that the PC is turned ON.

o Check the settings of the PC and the audio playback software.

o Check that the volume of the sound unit is correctly set.

o Check that the audio playback mode of the PC is not set to “Analog”. If it is set
to “Analog”, sound may not be output.

o Check that the headphones are not connected. If they are connected, no
sound is output from the speakers.

o Check the points described above. Then check that the headphones are
correctly connected.

o If the PC is overburdened, the sound may skip. Perform the following steps to
reduce stress on the PC.
— Exit unnecessary applications.
— If your hard disk supports DMA transfer, turn ON DMA transfer.
— If the playback software with visual effects such as Windows Media Player is
running, disable the visual effects

6. CLEANING
